CAN I GO AROUND A BUS IN THE SCHOOL BUS LANE?  

NO!   

The driver of a vehicle shall stop such vehicle before meeting or overtaking, from either  

direction, any school bus stopped for the purpose of receiving or discharging pupils on a highway, on a  

roadway, on school property , or upon a private road  within an area that is covered by a contract or  

agreement executed pursuant to Section 11 -209.1 of this code.   Such stop is required before reaching the 

school bus when there is in operation on the school bus the visual signals as specified in Sections 12 -803 and 

12-805 of this code.   The driver of the vehicle shall not proceed until the school bus resumes motion or the 

driver of the vehicle is signaled by school bus driver to proceed or the visual signals are no longer  

actuated.  
PENALTIES FOR ILLEGALLY PASSING A SCHOOL BUS 

First offenseñmandatory minimum fine of $150 and a 3 -month suspension of driverõs license. 

Second offense or subsequent conviction within five years ñmandatory minimum fine of $500 and one year 

suspension of driverõs license.  A motorist cited for illegally passing a school bus is not eligible for court  

supervision.  

PLEASE DO NOT USE THE BUS LANE IN THE MORNING FOR STUDENT DROP OFF  

BETWEEN 8:00 AND 8:30!!!!  

OUR BUSSES ARRIVE AT DIFFERENT TIMES IN THE MORNING, THEREFORE WE NEED TO KEEP 

THE BUS LANE OPEN FOR THEM!!  THANKS FOR YOUR COOPERATION!
